Connecting Communities 2000th Free Device Celebration  
 

Eighty families at  Stebon were delighted to be gifted with laptops from a local charity this week.   

The East End Community Foundation came to Stebon Primary to hand out its 2,000th free device, as part of 

its Connecting  Communities programme, for families at risk of digital exclusion.    

Connecting  Communities - a partnership between The Letta Trust, Poplar HARCA, Tower Hamlets Council and 

Community Fibre as well as Newham Council, Barings, and Northern Trust - aims to respond to local need, 

while building sustainable pathways to digital inclusion.   

The partnership began in June 2020 when schools were closed and learning had shifted online because of 

the pandemic restrictions.   

Stebon Primary was the first school to give out laptops to families in need under the scheme, with 76 

Chromebooks being handed out, making a huge difference to those children at that time.  

The project has continued to this day and, six years on, has given out a total of 2,000 devices to local families.   

It was very fitting that the charity returned to Stebon Primary to give the 2,000th laptop, highlighting the 

success and growth of the programme.

Year 5 had an exciting visit to George Greenõs Secondary School for a science workshop. The children became scientists 

for the day, carrying out filtration experiments in the science lab, including separating sand and water, using magnets to 

remove metal shavings and using a Bunsen burner to separate salt from water.  

The children represented our school exceptionally well during our visit. They were delighted throughout the experience, 

demonstrating enthusiasm, curiosity, and a genuine engagement with the activities. Their knowledge and practical skills 

were evident, and they confidently applied their understanding in a new learning environment.  



 

 

This week in maths, Year 1 Jessica Ennis -Hill class had great fun becoming measuring experts! As part of their 

learning about measurement, they practised using rulers to find out how long or tall different classroom objects 

were, carefully lining them up and counting the numbers. There was lots of excitement as they measured and 

really enjoyed it!  

 

For their Year 1 DT learning, children have been 

exploring different types of food. This weekõs focus 

was on fruits and vegetables, with children creating 

their own delicious and healthy fruit kebabs. They 

carefully followed each step of the process, showing 

great focus and enthusiasm to peel and cut the fruit 

and then put them on our skewers  

 

 We have been learning about the importance of 

hygiene and safety during our D&T lessons and 

making fruit kebabs helped us show the skills we have 

learnt. The finished kebabs were such a hit that many 

children are now keen to make them again at home!  
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
